o Cross Country
* Amoeba division is timed, but no penalties will be added
= All other divisions, 0.4 points per second over optimum time will be added
» Beginner Novice — Training, 0.4 points per second under optimum time will be added
Cross-Country Schooling:
o Amoeba thru Training XC jumps.
o May ride Friday after 12pm prior to the start of the show.
Show Jump Schooling:
o Opens at noon on Friday and will close at 6PM
o Allowed a maximum of 10 minutes of schooling in show jumping arena
o Must sign up for a 10-minute time slot at the entrance to show jumping arena
Ribbons:
o Ribbons are awarded thru 6t place for each class. Ribbons are available in the show office.
Medals awarded 1st-31d place for Poplar Place Dressage Seat Equitation class.
Lunging:
o No lunging in any of the arenas. Lunging permitted in the grass “lunging area,” located across
the driveway from the show jumping arena along the tree line
